Eating Smart! Staying Healthy! 

This week we had screenings for 

vision and hearing. We also did a 

screening for Acanthosis Nigri-

cans. It is a thickening or darken-

ing of skin on the back of the 

neck.  Acanthosis nigricans is 

a marker that signals elevated 

insulin levels and a risk 

of developing diabetes and other 

conditions in the future. Taking 

immediate action may help delay 

or prevent the health conditions 

associated with high insulin    lev-

els.  If your child is positive for 

Acanthosis nigricans, a height, 

weight and blood pressure check 

will be done. A referral form will 

be sent home for you to take your 

child to your family doctor. Your 

family doctor will do a blood test 

t o 

determine your child's glucose 

level. Your physician may rec-

ommend some nutritional coun-

seling and exercise to help the 

body become more   sensitive to 

insulin and lower insulin levels. 

Eventually the acanthosis nigri-

cans markers will  begin to fade 

with proper diet and exercise.
