New Applications

To qualify, children must be three or four years old on or before September 1, 2010 and meet income
guidelines, be non-English speaking, homeless, in foster care, or the child of a member of the U.S. Armed
Forces (either on active duty or who was injured or killed while on active duty.) Children with disabilities
may also qualify. Enrollment is limited; however, a waiting list is maintained.

KISD Elementary Registration(K — 5% Grade)

The parents of Kerrville ISD kindergarten through fifth grade elementary students, whose child attended
KISD last school year and pre-registered for the 2010-2011 school year, need to call their child’s
elementary school August q™ - August 6" to confirm attendance.
