Horizons:

Horizons classes are offered for all core subjects including: Math, Science, English Language Arts Reading (ELAR), and Social Studies. The rigorous Horizons courses are an option for those students who are interested in challenging themselves academically while preparing for high school advanced courses. Horizons courses are aligned to College Board Pre-Advanced Placement expectations.

Students interested in STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, or Math), are encouraged to take Horizons math or science in 6th grade. The rigorous Horizons course will prepare students for the thinking necessary for the career choice and on track for college. 

Students who are in the gifted and talented program and do not wish to participate in any Horizons classes, in their area of giftedness, may request a furlough or exit from the GT program.  Please request a conference with the B.T. Wilson school counselor, Amy Waiser for additional information on the furlough/exit process. 

Horizons Course Descriptions:

Horizons English Language Art Reading (ELAR) TEKS based course embodies the interconnected nature of listening, speaking, reading, writing, and thinking through the seven integrated strands of developing and sustaining foundational language skills; comprehension; response; multiple genres; author's purpose and craft; composition; and inquiry and research. The strands focus on academic oracy, authentic reading, and reflective writing to ensure a literate Texas. The strands are integrated and progressive with students continuing to develop knowledge and skills with increased complexity and nuance in order to think critically and adapt to the ever-evolving nature of language and literacy. The course is designed to equip students with the conceptual understanding and critical thinking needed in preparation for future advanced courses.

Horizons Mathematics includes the entire 6th grade TEKS and nearly half of the 7th grade mathematics TEKS, in order to accelerate student preparation for Algebra 1 in 8th grade. The course content is taught at an accelerated pace and with greater depth and complexity in content for future advanced courses.  

Horizons Science covers the same topics included in 6th grade science TEKS. This academically intensive course is intended for the scholastically motivated and scientifically curious student. During collaborative lab investigations and projects, students analyze real-world situations to enhance the development of scientific process skills. Independent reading, analytical writing and in-depth discussions equip students with the conceptual understanding and critical thinking needed for future advanced courses. 

Horizons Social Studies includes the topics in 6th grade social studies TEKS.  Students achieve a greater depth of understanding through discussion and reading. The course is designed to equip students with the conceptual understanding and critical thinking needed in preparation for future advanced courses.

Physical Education
During PE, students will take part in a well-rounded program that involves physical, social and lifelong skills in team and individual sports. Students will also take part in the FitnessGram testing and extra activities such as Little Olympics.

Pre-Athletics
Pre-Athletics is an opportunity for students in 6th grade to learn the basic fundamentals and skills necessary to help them be successful and ready to compete in 7th grade athletics. There will not be after school practices or competitions with other schools; however, it will provide students a glimpse of the requirements for athletics and help determine if competitive athletics is the right choice for them. Students will follow the traditional sports seasons; football or volleyball, basketball, and track. Each student will be required to dress out. A shirt and short set can be purchased at Fitness First Sports for $16. Students will also be required to follow the KISD Athletic Code of Conduct. This can be found on the Kerrville ISD website (www.kerrvilleisd.net), go to Department, Student Services, then Athletics. Students do NOT need a physical exam to participate in pre-athletics.

Electives – Students choose one full year of elective(s)

Art (semester) 
The Art program’s goals are to give students opportunities to study master artists and their works, to provide students with a cultural and historical background from which to view art, and to explore media used in art. Possible projects include: pencil drawing, watercolor, tempera, acrylics, marker and mixed media.

Computer Production (semester)
In Computer Production students learn and practice typing, word processing and designing. Proper posture and typing techniques. Students will design letters, flyers, booklets, brochures, and newspapers. They are also given chances to work with graphics.

Choir Exploratory (semesters)
Choir is designed for students who enjoy singing. The primary objective is to develop the voice by learning fundamentals of music theory and vocal production. 

Choir (full year)
Choir is designed for students who enjoy singing. The primary objective is to develop the voice by learning fundamentals of music theory and vocal production. Opportunities for solo and ensemble performances are available through informal and formal concerts and competitions.

Band (full year)
This is a beginner band class. Students learn to read music, count rhythms and play a musical instrument. Students will perform in formal and informal concerts. Instruction is offered on flute, clarinet, alto saxophone, french horn, trumpet/cornet, trombone, baritone, tuba and percussion. Orchestra (full year)
[bookmark: _GoBack]Orchestra provides instruction in the violin, viola, cello or bass. Students learn to read music, count rhythms and play a musical instrument. Students will perform in formal and informal concerts.
